FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Q: What’s been the reaction to Every Last Fear?

A: I’'m thrilled and humbled by the reception to this book. From prominent newspaper
reviewers, to librarians, to independent booksellers, to readers, it has been so gratifving to see the
positive response this book has received. It’s also been a learning experience for me as a writer.
My time in Tulum, Mexico was the source of mspiration for this book. As I received some
feedback from a few readers, I realized I wasn’t as respectful a writer as I should have been in
some of the depictions about a culture and people different from my own. It was distressing to
think that what [ wrote caused anyone pain, and for that, I'm sorry. As aresult, I worked with a
sensitivity reader and my editors to address a few concerns that were raised and revised some
aspects of the book that will appear in the next hardcover printing (they have already been
included 1n the e-book and audio editions). This has been a learning experience for me as a
writer—one | am grateful for and will take with me as I continue to grow as a novelist.

Q: My book club/writing group would like you to visit. Are yvou available?

The short answer is that Every Last Fear 1s
my first foray into the psychological suspense genre. I'm a lawyer and have written law-related
books, so this was a way to maintain separateness. I was surprised (and flattered) when someone
told me that there was a bit of speculation on social media that I am a famous writer, but alas, the
reason for the pseudonym is not so interesting.
